1. Meeting Information. State the name of all counsel and unrepresented parties who participated in the Rule 26(f) meeting. Identify when the meeting occurred and whether it took place in person or by video conference. 
2. Jury Trial Demand. State whether any party has demanded a jury trial, and if so, identify the pleading that made the demand. 
3. Initial Disclosures. State whether the parties have exchanged initial disclosures. If not, state when the initial disclosures will be exchanged. 
4. Jurisdiction. State whether any party challenges the Court’s subject matter jurisdiction, and if so, explain the basis for that challenge. 
5. Joinder of Parties and Amendment of Pleadings. State whether any party anticipates requesting leave to amend a pleading or add a party. If so, identify the amendments, new parties, and nature of the claim against them. 
6. Discovery Issues. Briefly describe any discovery disputes that the parties anticipate may arise and the relief that parties may request. 
7. Motions. Identify all pending motions and state whether any party anticipates filing a dispositive motion. 
8. Alternative Dispute Resolution. Local Rule 16.3.1 requires that the parties consider using alternative dispute resolution (“ADR”). State the position of each party on whether this case is amenable to ADR, and if so, what form of ADR the parties consider appropriate. 
9. Related Case. Identify any related case pending in the Western District of Louisiana, providing the name, docket number, and a brief description of the other case.
10. Trial by Magistrate Judge. State whether all parties consent to trial before the assigned magistrate judge. 
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
